He buy or He buys (present subjunctive) 

I've seen posts about past tense verbs (like
suggested) with a subjunctive form of a verb
following it (Ex. I suggested he buy a car), but
what about following a present tense verb ...

"Where did you buy it?" vs. "Where have
you bought it?"

"Where did you buy it?" may refer to the activity
of buying, which is a matter of the past, hence
past simple while "Where have you bought it?"
can emphasize the result of a past ...

I will buy vs I'm going to buy vs I'm
buying
